Ethnography Project - Anthropology 0200

Due Monday December 15th at 10:00 A.M. electronically on Canvas.
The length should be at least 8 pages (no more than 13) plus interview questions.  Field notes must be attached and sent electronically or dropped off at the anthropology dept) – they do not need to be pretty but they DO need to be there. The format should be as follows:

1. Introduction

a. Perhaps start with an anecdote to grab the reader’s attention.

b. What is the larger question you are interested in?

c. Discuss at least 3 cited sources (at least 2 should be from outside the course) of research (not blogs or opinions) that has already been done on the topic (books, journals – Google Scholar is great).

d. What is your research about?

e. What is your hypothesis? What did you go into the project think you would find? (Falsifying your hypothesis can be as revealing as supporting it.)

f. Why did you pick this project? 

g. How objective can you be about this topic (What are your circumstances?  Who are you? Is there anything that gives you special insight?)

2. Methodology

a. Give a detailed account of your methods

1. What kind of research (participant observation, interviews)

2. How many, how long? (YOU NEED TO INTERVIEW about 6 hours of research - 20 INIVIDULS if interviews last 20 minutes)

3. When and when?

4. How did you record your information (Did you write down information as your informants spoke?  Did you remember it and then write it down later?  Did you tape it?  Did you take notes while you were observing or write them down after?)

3. Data

a. What did you find?

1. Highlight patterns. 
2. Give numbers or  % when possible. (Out of 30 boys questioned 16 said X.)

3. Think of all the different things your data can tell you.

4. Use quotes to illustrate these patterns.
4.  Conclusions

a. What patterns did you find?

b. What do they mean?

c. Is this what you expected to find?  Why, why not?

d. Do your findings support your hypothesis?

e. Tie it back into your introduction and larger question of culture and human behavior.
